had already been built. Sadly, once the rains were, the
basin dried up. This time, Erik felt the promptiofgthe Holy
Spirit to ask for a creative miracle. As Erik aritk tteam
prayed, they were oblivious to the fact that aaiarinan was
observing them. This man was aware of the unsuftdess
attempts of the witchdoctors to bring forth wated anow
wanted to see what the Christians were up to.

Two of the team members stayed on at the villagdew
days later they made an excited call to Erik: Bhsin had
filled up with water — and there had been no radatsoever!
We were, after all, in the middle of the dry sedson

The Holy Spirit has been moving in the mountainagés.
This has now only intensified. In March this yeaearly
20,000 believers gathered together in the distigddmkoi,
to seek the face of God.

In October, about 1200 young people from
different parts of Thailand gathered for an
Extreme Camp at Nakorn Nayok. Many of the
“Holy Spirit Fire Bearers” from the mountain
communities participated!

A growing network of churches and intercessors
are caling out to God for revival The
hallmark of this move is repentance and
burden for the lost.

The
girls have also developed dried-fruit produttiat are easy to
make and sell. By connecting with women in thesetical
ways, also opens opportunities to listen to thearts and to
offer hope.
